TRANSPORATION INFORMATION

TO/FROM TUCSON Airport 
Tucson airport is 20 miles away and takes 30-45 minutes depending on time of day/traffic. 

Cab Service: 
After claiming your luggage, proceed curbside.  Cost is between $44.00-48.00 each way per cab, direct service 

Limoport: Town Car and Limousine can also provide mini-coaches and vans.

Driver will meet you at baggage claim (with signage), assist you with your luggage, cost is $54.00 (inclusive) each way 1-3 persons. Direct ser­
vice to/from airport and no additional charge for delays. Advance reservations request for “meet and greet” service. 

** Arizona StageCoach: ( 10 people Max)

After claiming your luggage, proceed to the Arizona StageCoach counter and you will be placed on the next van going in the direction of the re­
sort. $35.00 per person each way, not direct service (depending on the number of stops).  Advance reservations can be made.  Round trip 
$55.00    2 people arriving at the same time can get a couple rate of: $40.00 one way and $70.00 round-trip. (for round trip they must be arriv­
ing and departing at the same time).  Arrivals do not have to make reservations but there is a 15 minute wait and it’s a good idea to make your 
return reservation. Approximately a 30-35 minute ride. 

To/From Phoenix: 
Phoenix Airport is 100 miles, and takes roughly two hours depending on time of day/traffic. 

Limoport: $140.00 each way plus gratuity (20%). Same service as Tucson Airport. 

Arizona StageCoach: $150.00 each way (for private vehicle). 

Arizona Shuttle: $48.00 round trip, $25.00 one way. This service does not come directly to the resort.  There is an Arizona Shuttle drop off 
located at the AM/PM Station near I-10 and Ina Roads. Transportation from there (about 5 miles) would need to be via cab, or a buddy.
